1. Event Selection:
Choose a significant historical, cultural, or social event in Colombian history (e.g., a revolution, a cultural festival, or a scientific breakthrough).

4. Individual Analysis Activity
Instead of a group debate, each student will individually complete a reflective analysis based on their own opinions and findings. This activity will allow students to critically examine their chosen event and provide detailed explanations.
Steps:
1. Written Analysis Questions:
a. Describe the main characteristics of the event.
b. Explain how the event changed society or the course of history.
c. What did you learn from this event?
2. Oral Presentation:
Present your analysis in 3–4 minutes. Focus on:
a. The differences between how the event was perceived at the time and how it is viewed today.
b. A detailed explanation of why you believe this event is relevant.
c. A new perspective you discovered while researching the event.
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
